Guangdong Guangxi Shanghai Gansu Zhejiang Fujian and Jiangsu this study tries to explore the
level of adolescents” moral disengagement the condition of prosocial behavior and its structure the
influence of moral disengagement on the adolescents” prosocial behavior. According to the study for the
contemporary adolescents the level of moral disengagement is relatively low the level of prosocial
behavior is relatively high. According to the further analysis we could find that the moral disengagement
could reversely predict the adolescents” prosocial behavior significantly namely the higher the level of
moral disengagement is the lower the adolescents” level of prosocial behavior is. For the adolescents
different mechanisms of moral disengagement could influence their different types of prosocial behavior.
